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In the XVII century the Foundation of
the Russian economy remained
agriculture based on serf labor. The
economy remained mostly natural
the bulk of products were produced "for
themselves". At the same time, the
growth of the territory and the
differences in natural conditions brought
to life the economic specialization of
different regions of the country. Thus,
the Chernozem center and the Middle
Volga region produced marketable
bread, while the North, Siberia and the
don consumed imported bread.
Landowners, including the largest,
almost did not resort to running an
entrepreneurial economy, being content
with collecting rents from the peasants.
Feudal land ownership in the XVII
century. continued to expand due to
grants to serving people of black and
Palace lands.

Industry. Much more widely than in
agriculture, new phenomena have
spread in industry. The fundamental
form in the seventeenth century craft. In
the XVII century artisans often worked
not on order but on the market. This
craft is called small-scale production. Its
spread was caused by the growth of
economic specialization in various
regions of the country. Thus, Pomerania
specialized in wood products, the Volga
region-in leather processing, Pskov,
Novgorod and Smolensk-on linen.. In

acceptances. Some of them were built
on the basis of division of labor and can
be attributed to manufactures. The first
Russian manufactories appeared in
metallurgy. In light industry,
manufactories began to appear only at
the very end of the XVII century.For the
most part, they belonged to the state and
produced products not for the market,
but for the Treasury or the Royal court.
The number of manufacturing
enterprises that simultaneously worked
in Russia until the end of the XVII
century did not exceed 15. In Russian
manufactories, along with hired
workers, worked as slaves — convicts,
Palace artisans, attached peasants.

Market. On the basis of the growing
specialization of small-scale crafts (and
partly agriculture), the formation of the
all-Russian market began. The most
important shopping center was Moscow.
Extensive trading operations were
carried out at fairs. The largest of them
were makaryevskaya near Nizhny
Novgorod and Irbitskaya in the Urals.
Wholesale trade was in the hands of
large merchants. The tip of it was
exempted from taxes, merchant
services, billeting, had the right to
acquire estates. Russia conducted
extensive foreign trade. The main
demand for imported goods was shown
by the Royal court, the Treasury, and
the top of the service people. Astrakhan
was the center of Eastern trade. Carpets
and fabrics, especially silk, were
imported to Russia. Russia imported

metal products, cloth, paint, and wine
from Europe. Russian exports were
agricultural and forestry products.
Under the pressure of merchants, the
government in 1653 adopted A
commercial Charter that replaced
numerous trade duties with a single duty
of 5 % of the value of the goods. In
1667, the new Trade Charter was
adopted. Henceforth, foreign merchants
had to pay double duty for the sale of
goods within Russia, and could only
conduct wholesale trade. The new trade
Charter protected Russian merchants
from competition and increased the
Treasury's revenues. Thus, Russia's
economic policy became protectionist.

Final establishment of serfdom. In the
middle of the XVII century. serfdom
was finally formed. According to the
"Cathedral code™ of 1649, the search for
fugitive peasants became indefinite. The
property of the peasant was recognized
as the property of the landowner. Serfs
could no longer freely dispose of their
own personality: they lost the right to
enter the serfdom. Even more severe
punishments were imposed for fugitive
black-collar and Palace peasants, this
was due to increased concern about
paying state taxes-taxes. The code of
1649 actually fixed the Posadsky
people, attaching them to their places of
residence. From now on, Posadsky
people were forbidden to leave their
communities and even move to other
Posadas.

In the XVII century, there was a
contradiction in the economic and social
life of Russia: on the one hand, elements
of the bourgeois way of life were born,
the first manufactories appeared, and the
market began to form. On the other
hand, Russia finally becomes a serf
country, and forced labor begins to
spread to the sphere of industrial
production. Russian society remained
traditional, and the lag behind Europe
was accumulating. At the same time, it
was in the XVII century that the basis
for the forced modernization of the
Petrine era was prepared.

Political system. After the end of the
Troubles, a new dynasty appeared on
the Russian throne, which needed to
strengthen its authority. Therefore, in
the first ten years of the Romanovs '
rule, the Zemstvo Councils met almost
continuously. However, with the
consolidation of power and
strengthening of the dynasty of the
Zemsky Sobor convened less and less.
The Zemsky Sobor of 1653, which
decided the question of accepting
Ukraine under the authority of Moscow,
was the last.

The attitude to the person of the
sovereign became almost religious in
the XVII century. The king pointedly
separated himself from his subjects and
towered over them. On solemn
occasions, the king appeared in the
Monomakh cap, barmah, with the signs

of his power-the scepter and the power.
The Tsar ruled on the basis of an
Advisory body, the Boyar Duma. The
Duma consisted of boyars, courtiers,
nobles Duma, and the Duma clerks. All
members of the Duma were appointed
by the Tsar. A number of important
matters began to be resolved in
circumvention of the Duma, on the basis
of discussion only with some
approximate.

The role of orders in the management
system of the XVII century increased.
Their number has increased. Orders
were divided into temporary and
permanent. The command system was
imperfect. The functions of many orders
were intertwined. Legal proceedings
were not separated from management. A
lot of orders and confusion with their
duties sometimes did not allow them to
sort things out, giving rise to the famous
"order red tape". Yet the growth of the
order system meant the development of
the administrative apparatus, which
served as a solid support for the tsarist
government.

The system of local government also
changed: local power was transferred
from elected representatives of the local
population to voivodes appointed from
the center. The transition of local power
into the hands of the Governor meant a
significant strengthening of the
government apparatus and, in fact, the
completion of the centralization of the
country.

All the changes that took place in the
XVII century in the system of state
administration were aimed at weakening
the electoral principle, professionalizing
the administrative apparatus and
strengthening the sole tsarist power.

Social movement. The XVII century in
Russian history gained a reputation as
"rebellious”. In 1646, a duty on salt was
introduced, which significantly
increased its price. Meanwhile, salt in
the XVII century was one of the most
important products. On June 1, 1648,
the so-called "salt" riot took place in
Moscow. Not having the strength to
suppress the uprising, which along with
the Posadsky was attended by service
people "on device", the king conceded.
The government met all the demands of
the rebels, which indicates the
comparative weakness of the state
apparatus (primarily repressive) at this
time. Following the" salt " revolt, urban
uprisings swept through other cities.

In 1662, there was another major
uprising in Moscow, which went down
in history as the"copper riot". In order to
compensate for the costs of the war, the
government released copper money into
circulation, equating its price to silver.
Copper money was depreciating. On
July 25, 1662, a riot ensued. In contrast
to the "salt", the "copper" revolt was
brutally suppressed, since the
government managed to keep the
Streltsy on its side and use them against
the Posadsky population.

The largest folk performance of the
second half of the XVII century took
place on the don and Volga. The
population of the don was made up of
Cossacks. For the guard service on the
okhratty of the southern borders of the
state, the Cossacks received the Tsar's
salary in bread, money, and gunpowder.
In the middle of the XVII century. in the
Cossack environment, the top of the
well-to-do ("domovityh™) Cossacks
stood out. Poor ("golutvennyh"), the

Cossacks worked for the Thrifty. With
the influx of fugitives from Russia, the
hostility of the Cossacks to the Moscow
boyars and clerks grew. In 1667. a
group of a thousand Cossacks went to
the Caspian sea in a campaign "for
zipunami”, that is, for the prey, at the
head of this group was ataman Stepan
Timofeevich Razin-a native of the
home-grown Cossacks, strong-willed,
intelligent and ruthlessly cruel. In the
spring of 1670, Razin began a new
campaign. This time, he decided to go
against the "traitor boyars". Tsaritsyn
was captured without resistance, and
Astrakhan was soon taken. After that,
Razin headed up the Volga. Along the
way, he sent out "lovely letters", urging
the common people to beat the boyars,
voivodes, nobles and clerks. The main
participants of the uprising were
Cossacks, peasants, serfs, Posadsky and
workmen. Cities of the VVolga region
surrendered without resistance. In all the
captured cities Razin introduced
management on the model of the
Cossack circle. On October 3, 1670, at
Simbirsk, the government army inflicted
a severe defeat on the raznits. Razin was
wounded and fled to the don, but the
home-grown Cossacks seized him and
handed him over to the government
voivodes. The main reasons for the
defeat of the Razin uprising were its
spontaneity and low organization, and
the fragmentation of the actions of the
peasants. In historical science, there is
no unity on the question of whether to
consider Razin's uprising as a peasant-
Cossack uprising or a peasant war. In
recent years, the definition of
"insurrection"has again prevailed.

The reasons for the" rebellion " of the
XVII century — - the formation of
serfdom and the growth of state duties,

caused by numerous wars and the
increase in the state apparatus in
connection with the completion of
centralization and the formation of
absolutism. All revolts of the XVII
century were spontaneous.

Church reform. The centralization of the
Russian state required unification of
Church rules and rites. Political
considerations played a decisive role in
resolving this issue. The desire to make
Moscow the center of world Orthodoxy
required a rapprochement with Greek
Orthodoxy. Patriarch Kikon, relying on
the support of Alexei Mikhailovich,
resolutely implemented reforms.
Nikon's opponents — the" old believers
" - refused to recognize the reforms he
had carried out. The most prominent
supporter of the split was Archpriest
Habakkuk, a talented publicist and
preacher. The Council of 1666 — 1667
cursed the old believers. Supporters of
the split were hiding in the remote
forests of the North, the VVolga region,
and the Urals. The Posadsky people and
merchants were widely involved in the
schism, but the bulk of the dissenters
were peasants who went to the
monasteries not only for the right faith,
but also for the will. The split ideology,
which was based on the principle of
rejecting any foreign influence or
secular education, was extremely
conservative.

Gradually, Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich
became burdened with the power of the
partriarch. In 1658, there was a break
between them. In 1666, a Church
Council was held in Moscow, which
supported the Tsar and deprived Nikon
of the Patriarchal dignity. The resolution
of the "Nikon case" in favor of the
secular authorities meant that the
Church could no longer interfere in state
Affairs. From this time, the process of
subordination of the Church to the state
began, which ended under Peter 1.
Foreign policy. After the end of the
Troubles, Russia's relations with Poland
remained complicated. When the
armistice expired in 1632, the Russian
government decided to take advantage
of the weakening of Poland. Russian
Russian troops under the command of
the voivode Shein captured a number of
Western Russian cities and besieged
Smolensk, But soon they themselves
were surrounded and forced to
capitulate, according to the peace
concluded in 1634 Polyanovsksmu
Poland regained all the captured cities,
but the Polish king officially renounced
claims to the Russian throne.

In the XVII century. Russia continued to
move South. Taking advantage of the
weakening of the Crimean khanate in
1637
