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EVOLUTION AND DIRECTIONS OF PRACTICAL USE INFRASTRUCTURE
PROJECTS DEVELOPED IN THE USSR FOR THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE TRANSPORT AND TRANSIT SYSTEM OF RUSSIA

Abstract. The research is aimed at identifying and analyzing the features of the evolution and directions of
practical use of infrastructure projects developed in the USSR for the development of the transport and
transit system of Russia in the conditions of external sanctions pressure, reformatting of the transport and
logistics complex and directions of cargo flows. Goal. To prove that the new economic reality requires a
comprehensive study and reanimation of large infrastructure projects developed and partially
implemented during the years of the USSR, in order to reformat trade and economic ties, restructure and
develop the TCS of Russia, ensure the spatial and economic development of new territories and achieve
technological sovereignty. Tasks. To show the relevance of the appeal to the experience of the Soviet
Union, which for a long time carried out the spatial, economic and transport-transit development of the
country, taking into account military-strategic factors, the presence of a hostile (imperialist) environment,
to identify the main directions of practical use of large infrastructure projects developed during the years
of the USSR for the development of the TTS of Russia in the conditions of a new economic reality and
external sanctions pressure, search for new directions of infrastructural support of trade and economic ties
between Russia and the world economy in the context of a sharp reduction in cargo flows along the
traditional Euro-Asian route "East - West". Methodology. The research uses methods of historical and
economic analysis, system paradigm, evolutionary and institutional theory, expert and analytical
assessments. Results. It has been established that after the start of a special military operation in Ukraine
and a sharp increase in sanctions pressure from the collective West, there was a sharp reversal of cargo
flows to the East and South, the main burden of servicing which was taken by the Eastern Polygon of the
railways of Russia. It is shown that the development of transit cargo transportation along the Northern
Sea Route (NSR) and the resumption of work on the construction of the Circumpolar Highway are
becoming almost the main priorities in the policy of realizing the transport and transit potential of the
country, ensuring its national and economic security. Particular attention is paid to the construction
projects of new branches from the Trans-Siberian Railway towards Mongolia and China, as well as the
prospects for modernization and increasing the capacity of the Baikal-Amur Mainline (BAMA).
Conclusions. It was during the Soviet era that many major infrastructure projects were developed and
largely implemented, the full implementation of which requires urgent action at the present time:
modernization and increasing the capacity of the Trans-Siberian and BAM, expansion and full use of ports
on Sakhalin Island, construction of new transport communications linking Russia with China and other
countries of Global Eurasia, development of The NSR, accompanied by the construction of new ports and
railway approaches to them, as well as the resumption of construction of the Circumpolar Highway.

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STUDY OF FACTORS AFFECTING THE COST OF HOUSING
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE REPUBLIC OF TATARSTAN)

Abstract. The socio-economic development of the country is determined by the provision of housing for
the population and its accessibility. The problem of housing availability and its accessibility has always
been a key issue for citizens. Both micro- and macroeconomic factors affect the ability to provide housing
for the population. This study examines the factors affecting the cost of building 1 m: of housing in the
primary housing market of the Republic of Tatarstan. The purpose of the study is to build a model that
allows to identify the degree of influence of factors on the change in the cost of 1 mz of housing in the
primary market, as well as to assess the relationship between the effective and factor variables. To assess
the cost of housing in the primary market of the Republic of Tatarstan, a system of interconnected meters
was used, which are the relevant statistical information in the form of indicators and indicators of the
state and development of the region's economy. The article reveals the quantitative dependence of the
change in the price of construction of 1 m> of housing on the change in the volume of housing loans
provided by credit institutions to resident individuals, the refinancing rate of the Central Bank of the
Russian Federation, the dollar exchange rate, the weighted average mortgage rate, the weighted average
loan term, the number of existing credit institutions, gross regional product, consumer price index,
average per capita income population. The dependence of the factors is recognized as linear. In the course
of the study, the factors influencing the price of a square meter of housing were determined,
mathematical dependencies of factors were determined, mathematical correlation models were
constructed. The developed models can be used in the analysis and evaluation of the cost of housing in the
Republic of Tatarstan. They can be used in practice to make management decisions of customers and
developers. In addition, the scenarios of this analysis are also applicable for estimating the cost of housing
on the secondary market and in various subjects of the Russian Federation.

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FACTORS OF REAL WAGE GROWTH

Abstract. The scientific article presents a theoretical and economic analysis of real wages and factors
influencing its change. Theoretical research is based on a review of scientific literature, which proves the
relevance of the research topic. In the process of conducting economic analysis by the method of multiple
correlation, a high relationship between the level of real wages and factors (the size of nominal wages and
the consumer price index for goods) was revealed. The results of the study of the value of the coefficient
(index) of determination recorded half of the variation in real wages, explained by factors (the size of
nominal wages and the consumer price index for goods). A regression model of multiple regression was
constructed, its adequacy was verified, and an excellent selection of the model type to the initial data was
revealed. The values of the elasticity coefficients confirmed the preliminary conclusions: the strength of
the relationship between the level of real wages with the size of nominal wages and the consumer price
index for goods is quite high.

The article considers the substantive essence of the category "Economic security" of the region
through the prism of its investment attractiveness. It is established that the Republic of Crimea is a
relatively "young", investment—attractive region of the Russian Federation, in the face of challenges and
threats of a military-political and foreign economic nature, it is especially in urgent need of creating an
economic security system capable of preventing crisis phenomena in the production, scientific and
technological, resource and raw materials, financial and other spheres. Based on the use of statistical
indicators and methods, a set of criteria indicators of territorial development is proposed that allow for a
comparative analysis of entrepreneurial and investment activity in the regions both horizontally (for
regions of the same administrative-territorial status) and vertically (for regions of different levels of
hierarchy in the Russian regional system). As a result of assessing the socio-economic situation and
analyzing the investment attractiveness of the Republic of Crimea, conclusions were drawn about a large
number of threats to the economic security of the region and its significant lag behind the average Russian
level of regional development.

Abstract. The migration outflow of population from the regions and the closure of functioning enterprises
as threats to the economic security of the region in modern geopolitical conditions are of particular
interest to research economists. This article analyzes the indicators of migration processes, the number of
registered organizations and enterprises in the field of shipbuilding on the example of the Astrakhan
region, the interrelationships of their influence on ensuring the economic security of the region are
determined. The urgency of the problem of increasing migration and liquidation of enterprises for the
regions and the impact of these factors on the socio-economic development and economic potential of the
subject of the state, including the receipt of taxes from functioning enterprises of the Astrakhan region in
the budget of the region, is noted. The prevailing link in enterprises is represented by personnel under the
age of 39, the pattern of closure of enterprises and the outflow of young people from the region has been
revealed. The priority directions of state policy in order to ensure the economic security of the region are
proposed.

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MATURITY LEVELS OF MANAGEMENT PRACTICES OF THE INITIATIVE
BUDGETING: THEORY AND APPROBATION

Abstract. The article reveals and summarizes the results of the authors' research in the field of the life
cycle of proactive budgeting practices and models of maturity levels of management practices. An
excursion into the history of the formation of initiative budgeting in Russia is given, it is shown how
different practices have developed and transformed. Identified those practices, the implementation of
which was accompanied by a number of problems. It is shown what theoretical grounds exist for
improving the management of practices of initiative budgeting, the basics of the model of maturity levels
of management practices are given. The authors tested methodological developments on data arrays on
the implementation of four practices of initiative budgeting implemented in the Republic of
Bashkortostan, the Republic of Komi and the Udmurt Republic. As a result, estimates of management
maturity levels based on the studied practices are derived, recommendations for improving their
management are given, and the convergence of theoretical and methodological assumptions and
developments with practical conclusions is shown.
